
Invitation to

SOFT’s roles for the competition are valid. That imply e.g. that the Swedish 
Championship (SM) is open for competitor that represent a Swedish team 
connected to SOFT while Elitserien and Silva Junior Cup are open for not seeded 
competitors and foreign competitors. Limitation of competitor is not used.

Description of Terrain 
The competition area is situated in a high level, 140-170 m above the city of Jönköping. 
It is a wildlife area with deep forest and few foot paths. The area is hilly and had a lot of 
steeps. 

Map
Scale 1:15000, equidistance 5 m. The map is drawn by Perola Olsson and offset printed 
2007.

Classes and run distance
SM Elitserien Silva Junior Cup
H21,  25,2 km H21
D21,  16,0 km D21
H20,  17,9 km H20, H18
D20,  12,6 km D20, D18

Start- and deviation method
All in a class will start at the same time in connection with TC (Competition Centre), 
with at beginning at 11 PM. Spreaded laps with rounding on TC.

Punching system
Sportident. Level Si6 is necessary for H21. Competitor, who not has noted the counter 
ID will be assign a counter from the organizer.

Competition Center
At the Ryttarn Mosse arena, southeast of Jönköping. Follow markers from riksväg 31 
(towards Nässjö) when the way leave the city of Jönköping.

Parking
Only at advised position. Largest distance from parking to TC is 1 km. Parking fee 20 
SEK. Caravans could not be received but are directed to Swecamp (close to Elmia), 
phone +46 (0)36 122863.



Entry
Registration on “Klubben online” on Sunday Mars 11 at latest. The competition fee 365 
SEK, is paid by invoice for Swedish team. Late entry is possibly to Saturday Mars 31 
with a competition fee of 465 SEK. For competitor not connected to a Swedish team, 
the entry shall be done by email and the fee must be paid in advance at bank account:

Start list
Promemoria and start lists are published on home page and at TC.

Number bibs
All competitor shall wear the number bibs proper visible on the chest and back. A 
competitor file with number bibs, coupons for food and so on shall be picked up at 
“Tävlingsexpeditionen” (Competition Administration) at latest 10.00.

Dishes
Breakfast is served at TC from 8.00 PM for competitors that have ordered breakfast in the 
entry.

A lunch is served for every competitor and leaders that have ordered lunch in entry. Wish 
to has vegetarian food shall be noted in the entry. The lunch is included in the 
competition fee.
The public is served lunch for a price of 60 SEK. The lunch is served on the first floor of 
the Arena.

Service
Changing room inside in tenement-house or tent. Warm shower outdoors. Toilets indoors 
and outdoors.
Medical Care, Cafeteria and Sport Shop are available at TC.

Accommodation
Accommodation at hard court as well as transport to TC will be arranged for the 
competitor that orders this in the entry. This accommodation is included in the entry fee.

The competitors that want better accommodation may arrange that on their own. 
Recommendation will be found on the web-page.
